Enclosed is a copy of the Bill of Federalism, which I support.

At the close of the Constitutional Convention on September 17, 1787, Benjamin Franklin was asked, "What kind of government have you given us, Dr. Franklin?" He replied: "A republic, if you can keep it."

I want to remind you that the United States of America is the oldest existing constitutional republic in the world and that America’s founders drafted the U.S. Constitution as the foundation upon which to build a nation unlike any in the world.

America is at an historic crossroad with an administration, Congress and judicial system that is liberal, imperial, socialistic, nationalizing corporate America, trampling on individual and state sovereignty and amassing such national debt as to financially enslave future generations.

The enclosed Bill of Federalism was drafted to restore the balance between state and federal power as well as the original meaning of the Constitution, to reverse Supreme Court rulings that have improperly expanded federal power and at the same time designed to ensure that current constitutional protections of civil rights would be preserved and strengthened.
